e Practice Rooms can only be used by University of Kent students and staff with an active KentOne
card

University Music Department has priority use of the Practice Rooms at all times

You must clean / sanitise your hands before entry to the Practice Room

Not all the Practice Rooms will be available when public events are being held in the building

The Colyer-Fergusson Hall and grand piano must not be used without the direct permission of the
Head of Music Performance

The Practice Rooms are only available between 9am-10pm Monday to Sunday

The Colyer-Fergusson Practice Rooms must be vacated by 10pm, or when directed by Campus
Security

Group bookings must not exceed the stated room capacity (see Music website)

There is no eating, drinking or smoking allowed in the Practice Rooms — except water

No pianos or other instruments in the practice rooms must be moved

Practice Rooms must be left tidy

Please ensure that the Practice Room door is firmly shut during practice and when the room is
vacated

e Any incidents or breakages must be reported immediately to the Music Administrator

e DO NOT CLEAN THE PIANO KEYS

e Loss of aKentOne card must be reported to the Music Department immediately
