Paula
Varjack asks the baby question,
Theatre Re explore untold family
secrets, Caroline Horton paints an
intimate portrait of living with
depression, and in Half Life we track
the stories of people aged 10, 20, 40
and 80, each in different phases of
their lives.
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We want to offer a snapshot of
pressing Global issues too, including
the climate emergency in our

movement through our Songbirds
series and the This Girl Can Family
day festival. Global voices are also
represented through our ambitious
and diverse music programme, but
we also want to shine a spotlight on
local talent, which will come to the
fore in our inaugural South by South
East festival.
